PURPOSE:

· To assist in the prevention and possible elimination of many currently incurable and chronic diseases, even many cancers.

· To facilitate an easy but immensely powerful and rapid improvement of the nation’s health.

· To improve the nutritional value of our modern agricultural industry.

· To demonstrate the cost-effectiveness of the required changes.

CAUSE:

· The current mass food production industry is based on rapid and cost-effective output with little, if any, concern for maintaining the health of the soil.
· This has caused a drastic reduction in the viability of the soil to provide necessary nutrients to crops and feedstuff.

· By continually ignoring the need to maintain and boost the trace element levels in the food-producing soils, we now require the addition of some of these elements at a later stage in the food process.  For example, iodine is now added to salt, cobalt to salt licks for cattle and sheep, and other similar additions.

· The reluctance to recycle biological waste matter back into the agricultural soil has created the subsequent dependence upon various chemical cocktails as fertilizers.

REMEDY:

· Prior to the intensive production methods employed by the agricultural industry, the soil contained 72 essential nutritional trace elements, which, in the growing process, were transferred to the various crops and vegetable matter.
· Currently only the marine environment maintains the 72 trace elements in both its animal and vegetable populations
SO 

· An immediate solution would be to increase our consumption of seafood to daily, instead of the once or twice a week previously suggested by nutritionists.  Incidences of cancer, cardiovascular and neurological diseases in Japan, where seafood dominates the menu, are dramatically lower than found in other industrialised nations whose diets are predominately meat-based.
· A more long-term solution would be to change the agricultural processes.  Use organic material as fertiliser thereby returning the trace elements to the soil.  This practise can be seen in operation in China and Sri Lanka.  Here, the traditional agricultural methods ensure that these trace elements continue to be rotated through the food process.  As a consequence, the incidences of cancer, cardiovascular and neurological diseases are even lower than those found in Japan.
· Use the extremely effective biological pest controls already known about, and use mulching to a greater effect to ensure a poison-free food system.
· Use seawater in desalination plants to extract three vital elements; the 72 trace element fertiliser, salt and pure water.  Off-set the cost of set-up by creating markets for the three products.
· Mandate (by government) that all agricultural soils (like all undeveloped soils) and subsequent grown products contain the complete range of naturally occurring 72 trace elements.
CONSEQUENCES:

· With a concerted effort the production plants producing the 72 trace element fertilizer can be operational and available for use by the farmers and ranchers within a year, and the products grown using such fertilizer can be available for market the following harvest.  Within three months following such sales, there will be an enormous reduction in such diseases as some cancers, chronic and auto-immune disorders, cardiovascular, neurological and many incurable physiological ailments, influenza and common allergies.
· The agricultural industry will gradually return to a robust and healthy level, poison-free and very cost-effective.  It becomes completely sustainable and grows richer and more fertile with each season.
· Health-care costs will be dramatically reduced, and time once spent by the bio-medical community dealing with trace element depletion, will now be able to focus its attention upon diseases caused by infection, pollution, and genetic and life-style factors.  It is worthwhile noting the positive effects of supplementing iodine in food stuffs; goitres and cretinism have disappeared.
